MARINERS ON SEA SUNDAY

Seafarers from all over Maine will gather at Maine ’s Orthodox Anglican Churches on
Sunday May 20" to remember those lost at sea and those who have served aboard
merchant and fishing vessels. The Sea Sunday services at Maine ’s Anglican Churches
are part of this year’s annual celebration of National Maritime Day in Maine . “This is a
very important day for those who have lost loved ones who served in the Merchant
Marine and fishing industry,” said the Very Rev. Lester York, OSBN., Dean of the
Cathedral in Portland . “There are no gravestones at sea to mark the final resting place of
those lost to us.”

Participating Churches include the Anglican Cathedral of St. Paul in Portland , St.
Thomas Anglican Church in Ellsworth, Holy Trinity Anglican Church in Fairfield , St.
Stephen’s Anglican Mission in New Sharon and St. Oswald’s Anglican Mission in
Raymond.

The Anglican Cathedral of St Paul, in Portland organized the annual remembrance. The
Cathedral, also known as the Maritime Church of the Port of Portland , has a special
memorial given by the British and Russians to honor those lost during the Artic
Campaign during World War 2 when merchant ships of the Allied Nations brought
supplies to the starving peoples of Great Britain and Russia .
